PRAYER AREA “MASJID” POLICY

The Islamic Center of Baton Rouge (ICBR) and “Masjid Ar-Rahman” is to be used for
religious, educational and social activities. In order to protect the sanctity of the masjid,
and achieve the utmost respect of every individual in the prayer areas, we kindly request
every person to follow the rules below:

1. All activities, classes, or meetings to be conducted in the masijid require approval of the
Islamic Center of Baton Rouge management. No activities shall be conducted without prior
approval of management. This approval can be obtained by writing a letter to the Board via
email at: icbr2285@cox.net.

2. Please keep the masijid clean at all times. Avoid littering, and place your trash in the trash
bins.

3. Children must be kept under parents’ or delegated adult’s control and supervision at all times.
4. All individuals should keep quiet and avoid unnecessary talk in the masjid to avoid disturbing
other individuals who are praying or listening to a speaker, especially during the Friday Khutbah.
Conversations should take place outside the masijid.

5. All individuals must always turn their cell phone to vibrate, silent, or off while in the masijid.

6. Please don’t remove Qur’ans or other books from the masjid. Please return all Qurans and
books to their designated shelves before leaving the masjid.

7. Abstain from everything that may soil the masijid floor and carpets or induce bad smells in the
masjid or cause harm to anyone.

8. Please refrain from expressing views and/or opinions through engagement in heated
arguments that may lead to loud voice and inappropriate attitude. Members may express their
opinions, views or comments in writing and forward it to the Board.

9. Suggestions, comments, and/or complaints may be placed in the suggestions box at the
masijid. Alternatively, you could write a letter to the Board via email at icbr 2285@cox.net. The

Board will review and reply in writing.

All policies will be strictly enforced. Appropriate measures shall be taken with violators
by the Board.
